Jason Hanley, musicologist and Education 
Department Director at the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame and Museum, leads classes, which are 
geared towards adults interested in gaining more knowledge about rock and roll History.  The 
program explores the history of rock and roll, from its roots to its current incarnations.   
  
Special attention will be given to the music’s impact on society, its reception by fans, and its most 
innovative practitioners.  Each class will include a presentation, music and video clips, and group 
discussions.
